2 ENTRIES

The scheduled time of the Warning Signal for the first race each day will be:

Saturday November 5, 2011 — 1200 hrs

Sunday November 6, 2011 — 1200 hrs

A maximum of nine (9) races will be run.

No warning signal will be made later than 1500 on Sunday, November 6.

CLASSES
Classes with five or more entries will be scored separately

FEES
